Mahatma Gandhi's Science-Technology, Medicine and Environmental
Thought: A Historical Perspective

Suman Mukherjee

In 1919, Mahatma Gandhi took the leadership of the National Congress and the
Indian Liberation Movement. Indian politics took a new shape with his arrival. He
took politics from the meeting-rooms of the English-educated middle class to the
din-cottages, farms and factories of the poor peasants and laborers, and he himself
became their intimate. His efforts were not confined to the constitutional
movement—he started a direct struggle against the British government. He believed
in non-violent 'satyagraha' - not violence. Mahatma Gandhi had direct knowledge of
indigenous science, technology and medicine. His vow was not only to get freedom
from the political subjugation of the British but also to free the countrymen from all
kinds of exploitation and oppression. Gandhiji was the first to speak out against the
introduction of Western science, technology and medical systems by the British, who
were usurping India's traditional traditions. He believed that the colonial science,
technology and medical system would not improve India, rather they would hinder
India's independence. Gandhiji was the pioneer of environmental movement in
India. He tried to replace the city-centred civilization with the traditional village-
based civilization of India. He realized that the life force of India lay in the poor
destitute villagers and the destitute villages ravaged by epidemics.

Tpe term Faqlr Is of Arabic orlgin, which basically signifies the poverty of lifo and
behaviour. Faqirs are highly disinterested In the mundane life. Even Prophet Hadrat
Muhammad(s) has glven advice 1o his followers to lead a simple and disintorested lifo.
In this regard, a Hadith of the Prophet goes, — “4/ - faqro - fikhirl wa an4 allakhirobihi™
i.e. poverty is my pride and | boast of It. ' .

Literally, the term Faqir means a Muslim religlous mendicant. This term derived
from Arabic term Faqrmeans Poverty. The word Faqir has four dilferent connotations —
stymological, Quranic, myslical and popular. Etymologically it means (a) one whose
backbone is broken; (b) poor or destitute; (c) canal, aqueduct or mouth of a canal; (d)
hollow dug for planting or watering Palm trees. When used In lhe sense of a Paupor, Iis
plural form Is Fugdrd, but when used In the sense of an aqueduct, Fuqur s Its plural
form.2 In mystic terminology Faqir means ‘a person who lives for the Lord alone’. As
Shibli says: “Al-Faqir man |4 yastaglni bi Shay in dun Allah”, I.e. a Fagir does nol remain
content with anything except Allah.3 Total rejection of private property (Adam Tamalluq)
and resignation to the will of Allah (Tandqqul) were considered essential for a Faqir who
aspired for gnosis (M3arifa). In popular parlancs, the term Faqir Is used for a poor man,
a pauper or a beggar.* But the Bengal Faqiri cult does not fully correspond to the
Quranic connotation of Faqir. Bengal Faqirs Initiated a movement agalnst the prevalent
traditions, rituals and orthodox religious practices of Muslim community. Their views
and practices are not similar to the common Muslims. According o them, there Is no
barrier between man and man. They believe that every man Is a unit of the Soclety; their
relation to one another Is a loving relationship, which Is deeply related to the heart of the

devotee.
In Bengal, Fagirs have founded their distinct identity through devotional songs.
Fagirs do not believe In caste classification, rather they disparage all religlous rituals. In
this context, a Faglri singer says: (In Bengali).® oM

n Western  philosophy there is two broad division. One s
Rationalism and another one IS Emp?ricism. This division depends on the
source Of knowledge. First, we discuss in a very brief manner the
gilference between these two. Rationalism, in Western Philosophy, the
view that regards reason as the chief source and test of Knowledge.
Holding that reality itself has an inherently logical structure. the rationalist
asserts that a class of truths exists that the intellect can grasp directly.
There are, according to the rationalists, certain ratjonal principles -
especially in logic and mathematics, and even in ethics and metaphysics —
that are so fundamental that to deny them is to fall into contradiction. The
rationalists‘confidence in reason and proof tends, therefore, to detract from
their respect for other ways of knowing. Empiricism, in philosophy, the
view that all concepts originate in experience, that all concepts are about
or applicable to things that can be experienced, or that all rationally
acceptable beliefs or propositions are justifiable or knowable only through
experience. This broad definition accords with the derivation of the term
empiricism from the ancient Greek word empeiria, —experiencel. 23
